Welcome back everyone and I hope you had a wonderful vacation! 

Our class will be leading the assembly this week and the students are excited about this 

opportunity to show everyone what they have been learning in our unit of inquiry. They will 

be performing a song and showcasing various healthy habits. 

This week: In our PYP unit we will continue our discussion about daily routines and healthy 
habits by focusing on foods. The students will talk about types of foods and cut and paste 
pictures on a chart to create a collage.
